‘They sleep in tents and take part

in many outdoor activities, such as

swimming, hiking, canoeing, ar-
chery, how to use a hatchet, life-
saving skills and cooking over a
campfire. And, of course, they
work on earning their merit
badges.

Scouts also hike the couple of
miles to the Blackhawk Statue

Camp Lowden is open year-
round, and some scout troops
choose to come in the off-season. In
the winter, the boys sleep in the
winterized buildings. Some even
choose to sleep out in the snow, in

snow forts they build themselves.
They also take part in winter
sports, such as sledding and cross-
country skiing.

Camp Lowden is located seven
miles south of Oregon, on Scout
Road, just off of Lowden Road.
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
